The seeding in the qualifiers did justice to the results; the three highest-seeded boys and the
three highest-seeded girls all made it to the main draw, which starts tomorrow, Monday.

Sunday's qualifying finals ended with the traditional opening ceremony where players from
30 nations marched onto the Center Court in The Royal Lawn Tennis Club of Stockholm.
